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Using Microsoft InfoPath Forms with Microsoft SharePoint 
By default, when a Microsoft InfoPath Form is displayed as a web page the form occupies the entire browser ς the 

context of the SharePoint site that displayed the form is lost. A common problem is that once filling the form has 

been completed users close the browser rather than hitting the back button. The solution is to display the form in 

a web part on a web part page within the SharePoint Pages. 

Note: The solution described here requires that either Microsoft Office SharePoint Server 2007 Enterprise Edition 

or Microsoft Office InfoPath Forms Server is installed. 

Two approaches are described here:
